First Grade Creepy Crawly Bug Project
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As part of the second nine weeks Science grade, your child is required to create any 3-D, free standing, dimensional bug of their choice with the correct number of legs and body parts.   Books or Internet web sites used in the research are to be cited on the attached form.  This is to be completed entirely at home by your child with some adult supervision and guidance.  
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Please follow the suggestions listed on the rubric as that is the criteria used to grade your child’s completed project. One of the Science grades is based on following that rubric.  The second Science grade is a presentation grade where your child will explain about his/her bug by telling a minimum of four related facts specifically about the bug they created.  You may want to have your child practice at home or have him/her write the facts in complete sentences on separate index cards to read to the class.  
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Make sure your child is involved as much as possible during each step to create his or her bug.  Be creative together!  Practice our CLASS Life Skill of problem solving about what to do and how to create this project.  You may use any items for the 3-D bug such as colored card stock paper, textured paper, markers, crayons, craft supplies, tape, glue, fun foam, Styrofoam balls, pipe cleaners, craft sticks, or wiggle eyes, to create the 3-D, free standing bug.  A covered, stiff cardboard or a shallow, shoebox sized lid may be used for a base, if desired.
