	Activating Thinking Strategies:

(ex:”hook” for the lesson,  kwl, word maps,  wordsplash, etc…)
	“Take your bag of letters and remove the same letters I have placed in the pocket chart.”

 Name letters and their common sounds:  Before beginning to make words, have the students hold up each letter, name it, and say its common sound.  Have the students show both the lowercase and capital letters.

Letters:  a e m n s
Words:  me as an am Sam man mane same name names
Teach letter sounds:  Tell the students that the vowel a can have the sound you hear in at and the sound in ate.  Have the students practice both sounds for a.  Have the students hold up their e letter cards.  Tell them that in some of the words they will make today they won’t hear any sound for the e, but it will be the letter that changes the sound of the a.  
Make words:  Have the students make these words and send one student to make the word with the big letters.  DO NOT wait for everyone to make the word before sending someone up.  Ask everyone to check their words and fix them if necessary.

1.  Take 2 letters and make me.  Please give me the book.
2.  Let’s make another 2-letter word, as.  Noah is as tall as Blaze.  
3.  Change the last letter and you can spell an.  I ate an apple.  
4.  Change the last letter and you can spell the Word Wall word, am.  I am very happy to be teaching such a smart class.  
5.  Add a letter and you can spell Sam.  I have a friend named Sam.  
6.  Let’s spell one more 3-letter word, man.  I saw a man walking down the hall.
7.  Now, we are going to change man to mane by adding the e that you won’t hear.  I brushed the horse’s mane.  
8.  Let’s spell another 4-letter word, same.  I always eat the same kind of breath mints.  
9.  Change the first letter and you can spell name.  My first name is Pamela.
10.  Now, it’s time for the secret word.  Add your last letter to name and what word do you have?

Sort:  Collect the letters, and then read with the students all the words in the pocket chart.  Next, have different students sort for rhyming words.
