	Teaching Strategies:


	Center activities:
The students will glue each of four Fact Family Triangles onto a sheet of construction paper folded in fourths.  Using the Fact Family Triangles, the students will write four number sentences for each.  

The students will complete page PS36 Problem Solving and page CW36 Challenge from the Harcourt Math website.
Using a recording template for take away number sentences, the students will each roll a dice and write the number shown on the dice in one of the blanks.  Once all of the blanks are filled, they will use the number line to find the answers to the equations.  
The students will work together to fill in the blanks on three Fact Family Triangles as well as the blanks on twelve number sentence strips.  They will then use the pocket chart to sort them.
