	Teaching Strategies:


	Whole group at carpet to receive instruction for center activities.
Center activities:
Students will complete a Jack O’Lantern glyph.  They will write about the activity in their journals.  
The students will play games on the textbook website:  http://www.harcourtschool.com/activity/dive_treasure/
The students will complete textbook pages 159-162 while using base 10 blocks and the alligator puppets.
The students will play the greater than/less than game.  On his turn, a student will draw two number cards.  He will then use the <, >, or = card between the two number cards.  He will use an alligator puppet to check his answer.  He will write down the comparison of the two numbers.  The first player to correctly write 10 comparisons wins the game.
