Students may mention that plants need water and sunlight.

	Teaching Strategies:


	Students will look at a slide show on Johnny Appleseed. The slide show will include information on Johnny Appleseed and the apple trees that he planted. Discuss the slides with the students. Students may say, “Johnny Appleseed planted trees all over the United States.” Class will look at a map and point out all of the places Johnny Appleseed planted his apple orchards.
